NativityMiguel School 

    We were blessed last week to have a friendly group of student volunteers with us from St 

Michael's College in Burlington, Vermont. 

     These young adults gave up part of their winter break to come to Buffalo.  They spent 

time working on various projects and with our students directly, getting to know them and 

talking about books, careers, and helping our kids make the connection between what they do 

in school now and what kind of jobs they will get when they are older. 

     The St Michael's volunteers said they loved the energy and enthusiasm in our school, and 

they were looking forward to returning next year.   

     We here at St Augustine's and St Monica's will certainly be glad to see them return next 

January! 

     Since September 2004, the former St. James School has been the home of the St. 

Augustine Campus of NativityMiguel. Ideally located in the Kensington-Bailey 

neighborhood, it has allowed NativityMiguel to become an important member of the 

community, serving boys in grades five - eight, and their families. And, as a direct result of 

having St. Augustine located there, the campus has been greatly improved. 

     In 2007, the school benefited from an "extreme makeover" through the "Hands on School" 

program, in conjunction with Home Depot and WNY Americorps. A lot of love and 

enthusiasm on the part of volunteers, in addition to donated materials, resulted in a new gym 

floor, new computer room, new theatre room and game room, in addition to the remodeling 

of various areas, including classrooms and the library. 

     Only one thing was missing: it wasn't a permanent home. It was leased, usually on a year 

by year basis. So when NativityMiguel leadership was asked if they were interested in 

purchasing the building, the answer was an enthusiastic "yes"! 

     According to Jim Biddle, Jr., member of the board of trustees, "buying the building is the 

best thing for the students. It secures a spot in the neighborhood for us. And it's in the 

neighborhood where many of our students live." He continued, "I don't think there is another 

campus in Buffalo that would serve our needs as well." 

     Speaking on behalf of the entire school community, board of trustees’ chair, Debra Park 

says, "Purchase of the former St. James school building for our St. Augustine Campus allows 

us to continue the strong tradition of Catholic education in Buffalo's central city. We owe a 

debt of gratitude to the New York Province of the Society of Jesus, the Sisters of Mercy, the 

Daughters of the Heart of Mary, and the District of Eastern North America of the Brothers of 

the Christian Schools, as well as Blessed Trinity Church and the Diocese of Buffalo, for 

making this possible."
