	NativityMiguel

     In 2007, the Canisius College MBA Alumni Board started a unique program with Burgard High School, under the leadership of Sherrida Davis. They introduced the students to career opportunities available to them, primarily in the field of business. 
      For the past three years, the Canisius group has worked with NativityMiguel. They selected NativityMiguel for its Jesuit connection with Father Edward Durkin, principal. The Canisius group is led by Susan Swarts, Bob Jones, and Kevin Gavin. Additional members of the board also participate.

     The program's goal is to teach subjects not traditionally covered in middle school or high school coursework, and to show the students how exciting the opportunities in business can be. Most recently, the Canisius alumni presented a two-part presentation on the stock market. Then students broke up into teams of three and each team selected three stocks to follow. They invested an imaginary $10,000 and watched the stocks' prices fluctuations on Yahoo! Finance. They received weekly updates from the Canisius team and studied the results.
     According to Kevin Gavin, vice president of the MBA Alumni Board, "The students asked amazing questions. And they surprised me with their stock selections. Of course they had the expected choices, like Nike, but one group also selected Caterpillar!" In March, the students went to the Canisius College finance lab, to use the Bloomberg terminals, a sophisticated financial tool used by industry professionals to obtain more in-depth information than is available to the consumer. They also talked about careers in finance. Of this experience, NativityMiguel eighth grader Chris said "I was impressed with the amount of money involved, the many diverse industries to choose from, and the interesting people you can meet in business."
      A second program presented by Gavin's group discussed Internet safety. Kevin stated: "With all of the social media kids use today, and the dangers of identity theft, we felt it was an important topic to cover."
     NativityMiguel students have also learned about interviewing skills from the Canisius group, which will be very beneficial for future high-school or job interviews. The sessions highlighted how important first impressions can be. Jayln, also an eighth grader, commented "They helped us understand things that are going to happen to us in the future. Like, on a job interview, I will dress appropriately, walk in with a good attitude, and be honest."
     The Canisius College MBA Alumni Association Mentoring Program will be presented with the Michael P. Kirwan "Shining Light" Award.  This award recognizes enthusiastic support of the school as a "shining light" in making dramatic and lasting changes in young people’s lives.  
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
